SUBJECT: Chapter 6E-8 and National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) Section 106 Consultation —
Request for Concurrence of “No Adverse Effect to Historic Properties”
New Kapalama Container Terminal Wharf and Dredging Project
Kalihi and Kapalama Ahupua‘a, Honolulu (Kona) District, O‘ahu
TMK: (1) 1-2-025:009, 011, 012, 016, 017, 040, 071, 076; (1) 1-5-032:002, 043; (1) 1-5-041:111, 296

Thank you for the opportunity to review and comment on the State of Hawaii, Department of Transportation,
Harbors Division (HDOT-Harbors) project requiring a Department of the Army (DA) standard individual permit
dredge and construct a new wharf on the subject parcels as part of the new Kapalama Container Terminal (KCT)
project, which also involves development of a new container terminal. We received this consultation letter on
December 30, 2015.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) has determined that certain activities related to the project are subject to
regulation under the Corps in accordance with Corps regulation specified in 33 CFR 325, Appendix C(1)(f). The
Corps has defined the “permit area” as the area of potential effect (APE) as totaling 133 acres comprising
approximately 33 acres of U.S. navigable waters and 105 acres of uplands (28 acres at Piers 40 and 45, 4 acres at
Sand Island, and the remainder within the 100-acre KCT project site). Our office is aware that this project is taking
place on State land, by a State agency; therefore this is also a State project, requiring historic preservation review
under HRS Chapter 6E-8.

The Corps has determined the following:

(1) There are no historic properties listed on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) within the
APE;

(2) The “[former] Ananoho and Auiki Fishponds (SIHP #50-80-14-00073) and the several structures and
foundations of demolished warehouses from former Kapalama Military Reservation (KMR) are located
within the permit area and are listed on the State Register of Historic Places (SRHP)” [Hawaii Register of
Historic Places (HRHP)];

(3) The remnant fishponds and portions of KMR structures are likely not eligible for inclusion on the
National Register due to extensive modification to the fishpond and buildings by past filling/construction
activities and the subsequent removal of the former KMR buildings” [underline added]; and that this
determination is supported by previous SHPD determinations including the following:
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e Archaeological Resources — In 2014, SHPD made a Chapter 6E determination of “no adverse
effects” [sic; no historic properties affected] for archaeological resources (December 12, 2011;
Log No. 2011.3125, Doc. No. 1112RS23); and in 2014, SHPD again determined that “no historic
properties will be adversely affected” by the proposed undertaking with implementation of
archaeological monitoring due to previous documentation suggesting that the fishpond walls
within the proposed shoreline portion of the project area likely had been demolished or removed
during construction of Pier 41 (March 28, 2014; Log No. 2013.3972, Doc. No. 1403SL25); and

e Architectural Resources — In 2006, SHPD requested and subsequently reviewed and accepted a
historic architectural survey for the former KMR site (Log No. 2006.0829, Doc. No. 0603ST32),
followed by a Chapter 6E determination of “no adverse effects” [sic; no historic properties
affected] for demolition of the remaining former KMR structures (June 20, 2007; Log No.
2007.2090, Doc. No. 0706BF09).

Based on the above information, the Corps’ determination of eligibility is that the remnant fishponds and remaining
portions of KMR structures are not eligible for listing on the NRHP and their project effect determination is “no
adverse effect on historical properties listed or eligible for listing on the NRHP.”

The State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) concurs with the Corps’ determination that the fishponds and
KMR remnant structures are not eligible for listing on the NRHP.

Per Section 106 of the NHPA of 1966, as amended, the SHPO’s effect determination is no historic properties
affected with implementation of archaeological monitoring due to the absence of any National Register-eligible
historic properties in the APE.

Pursuant to Chapter 6E-8 of the Hawaii Revised Statutes, the SHPO’s effect determination is no historic properties
affected with implementation of archaeological monitoring.

The SHPD reviewed and accepted an archaeological monitoring plan (Yucha et al., December 2014) for the KCT
project on December 30, 2014 (Log No. 2014.03722, Doc. No. 1412SL 27).
