Provide a replacement cellular phone at no increase in contract price and contract time within two working days whenever the cellular phone provided to the Engineer is damaged or inoperable.

Provide the cellular phone and phone service for the period beginning one week prior to the Notice to Proceed date and ending one week after final acceptance of the project.     At that time,  the cellular phone(s) shall become the property of the Contractor.

Cellular Phone Additional Charge.     The Contractor shall bill the Engineer for the additional charges incurred in excess of 1,200 minutes for a given cellular phone.     Submit the phone company’s invoice along with the itemized listing of all phone calls to the Engineer..
