In the event the plans and specifications are not returned within the 30 calendar day period, the deposit shall be deemed payment for the purchase of the plans and specifications and refund will not be made.

To be eligible for award, bidders must possess a valid State of Hawaii General (fill in license requirement:  General Engineering “A” or General Building “B” or Specialty Contractor’s “C-  ” license prior to the award of contract.  Bidders shall be licensed in accordance with Chapter 444, HRS, relating to the licensing of contractors.
ALL requests for information (RFI) shall be received in writing via Public Purchase no less than 14 calendar days before bid opening  Questions received after the deadline will not be addressed.  Verbal requests for information will not receive a response.  Anything said at the conference is for clarification purposes and any changes to the bid documents will be made by addendum and posted in Public Purchase.  Any protest of this solicitation shall be submitted in writing to the Director of Transportation, in accordance with §103D-701, HRS and §3-126, HAR.
Campaign contributions by State and County Contractors.  Contractors are hereby notified of the applicability of Section 11-355, HRS, which states that campaign contributions are prohibited from specified State or county government contractors during the term of the contract if the contractors are paid with funds appropriated by the legislative body.
